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PASSPORT REQUIREMENTS & IMMIGRATION 
 

ALL PERSONS traveling by air

We suggest you allow a minimum of 2-3 months if you need to obtain or renew your passport. Also, make sure 
your passport does not expire within 6 months after the date of the trip. If you have questions, please visit

Children must

 If you have adopted children, please be sure to have your adoption papers with you.  

 also have valid passports.  Children traveling with an adult other than their parents or with only one 
parent must carry notarized written permission from any parent or guardian not traveling with the child to or from the 
Bahamas.  This permission must include the name of the parent, the name of the child, the name of anyone traveling with 
the child, and the notarized signature(s) of the absent parent(s).  The State Department recommends that the permission 
should include travel dates, destinations, airlines and a brief summary of the circumstances surrounding the travel.  The 
child must be carrying the original letter – not a facsimile or scanned copy – as well as proof of the parent/child 
relationship (usually a birth certificate or court document) – and an original custody decree, if applicable. 
 

 

 If you live in the United States and are not a U.S. citizen, we recommend that you check with U.S. 
Immigration regarding your particular situation. 

 
GROUND TRANSPORTATION  
 
The Nassau International Airport is approximately 15 miles from Atlantis Resort.   
 
Below are two options for ground transportation: 
 

• Approximately $40 dollars one way for up to two people with a maximum of two pieces of luggage per person. 

Taxis  
 
Taxis are less expensive than group ground transport and are available at the airport. Taxis hold up to four people. 
 

• Additional passenger(s) are approximately $3-4 per person. 
• Additional luggage is an extra $1 per luggage. If you have boxes, it will be an extra $2 per box.
